a) Before release of 1% tranche of funds ,the successful CIG are requested to meet
the following conditions as specified in the Matching Grants Manual ;

i.  Must sign an Implementation Agreement between the CIGs and UTaNRMP;

ii.  Provide community cash contribution ( 3 or10%) and materials and labour ( 7

or 20%) or a combination of both depending on the group/activity category as
specified in the Matching Grants Manual,

iii.  Open designated bank account in reputable commercial bank in liaison with

sub county SDOs.

iv.  Form three sub-committees i.e. finance, procurement and monitoring and

evaluation

v.  The group members will be required to undergo training organised by the

UTaNRMP on finance, procurement and governance;
b) During implementation
The groups will be required to fully meet the balance of their community
contribution depending on the group/activity category
The groups will be required to implement soil and water conservation measures
in all the farms of the group members.
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
